
Tasting
Beautiful pale flesh delicate colour. Greedy notes of
candyfloss. Light palate yet with a nice liveliness.
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Alcohol: 12,5% vol.

Vinification
Direct pressing, separation of the last pressed juices.
Clarification, fermentation at 16°C with the selected yeasts,
Racking and ageing for 2 months on fine lees. Ageing in
vats.

Soil
Pebbles and alluvial soils
Rigorous parcel selection by tasting the berries in the
vineyard, to determine the optimum date for harvest at full
ripeness of each grape variety.
